A course hour usually equals at least 2 conventional hours (2.5 for MA courses or courses in foreign languages).

A seminar hour usually equals at least 1.5 conventional hours.
	These sums are as of September 2010, after the budgetary measures taken by the government to face the 2009-20010 economic crisis.
