All primary and secondary schools, both public and private.
Primary education: 
“Education for Citizenship and Human Rights” in one of the two last years (10 – 12 years old). It includes 3 big topics- minimum 50 hours:
1. Individuals and interpersonal relations (human dignity, personal autonomy, self-esteem, the rights of children and human rights, gender differences and equal rights for men and women in the family and at work, democratic values: respect, tolerance, solidarity, human duties to the community) 
2. Living together and relationship with one’s environment (family, school, neighbourhood), responsibility in exercising rights and duties as member of a group, participation and taking decisions, valuing dialogue to solve conflicts, rejecting marginalization and social injustice, identifying diversity, respecting differences, participating in the school)
3. Living in society (rules of living together, participatin the neighbourhood, basics of democracy in the Constitution, identifying common goods and services, taking care of one’s environment, when circulating and when consuming. 
Compulsory secondary education:  
“Education for Citizenship and Human Rights” in one of the three first years (12-15 years old) – minimum of 35 hours total 
1. Common contents (how to express opinions and arguments, learning how to accept others’ opinions, how to practice dialogue to solve conflicts in a peaceful way, how to give reasoned arguments, preparing a doing debates on current issues with an attitude that shows a compromise and willingness to change reality, compare information from the media with reality) 
2. Interpersonal relations and participation (autonomy of the self and interpersonal relations, intergenerations and intergender relationships, the family according to the Spanish Constitution, developing non-violent attitudes, caring of the dependent people, helping those in unfavorable conditions, critical evaluation of social and sexual división of labour as well as of social prejudices such as racism, xenophobia, antisemistm, sexism, homophobia, participation in the school and in activities that can help promote a fair and solidary society)
3. Citizens’ duties and rights (Universal Declaration of Human Rights, International and related treaties. Condemn of human rights violations and the activity of International Courst in this respect. Value human rights and duties as historical achievements that are still unfinished, and of constitutions as a source of right recognition. Equality of rights and diversity. Respect and critical evaluation of the personal choices of other citizens. The conquest of women’s rights and their situation in the world nowadays.

4. Democratic societies in the 21st century ( Rule of Law, the Spanish political system: the Constitution and distribution of power amongst the regions, political accountability, social and cultural diversity, caring for common goods and public services, rational and responsible consumption, preventing natural disasters, drivers’ education). 
5. Citizenship in a global world (Inequalities in the world. Conflicts in the world nowadays. Globalization)
In the fourth and last year“Ethico-Civical Education” (15-16 years old) – minimum of 35 hours total.

1. Common contents (identifying own’s and other’s feelings, importance of dialogue for conflicto resolution, debates on global issues or problems in the environment closet o the students, current issues, ethical-civic dilemas considering all posible alternatives, comparing different sources of information, identifying unfair situations and inequalities, participation in projects for solidarity inside and outside the school)
2. Identidad y alteridad. Educación afectivo-emocional (personal identity, freedom, responsibility, intelligences, feelings and emotions, interpersonal relations, rejecting violence and respecting human dignity)
3. Ethical theories. Human rights 
4. Ethics and politics. Democracy. Constitutional values. (Democracy and citizen participation, democratic institutions, constitutional values) 
5. Social problems in the current world (ethical appraisal of human rights, globalization and problems of development, the media, sustainable development, social movements and human rights, armed conflict and the intervention of the international community)
6. Equality of men and women 
Higher secondary education: 
“Philosophy and Citizenship” in one of the two years (16 – 18 years old) – minimum 70 hours
 1. Common contents (critical evaluation of information, practicing debate and participation by using reasoned personal arguments, analysis of philosophical, juridical, political, sociological and economical documents, using different sources of information.
2. Philosophical knowledge (definition of philosophy, philosophical ways of knowing, main philosophical questions)
3. The human being (biological and sociocultural dimensions, tensión between nature and cultura, symbolic relations of the individual with the world, philosophical conceptions of the human being) 
4. Moral and political philosophy (the basis of moral action, happiness and justice, the philosophical construction of citizenhip)
5. Democracy and citizenship (origins and legitimacy of political power, philosophical basis of the Rule of Law and Democracy, the legitimacy of the state to defend peace, democracy and human rights, the media, democracy and global citizenship.
